Summary

Psalm 139 says, “You saw me before | was born and scheduled every day of my life before | began to
breathe. How precious it is to realize that you are thinking about me constantly. When | awaken in the
morning your thoughts turn towards me and when | go sleep at night even then your thoughts are still
with me. If | were count them they would outnumber the stars in the sky.”
