A. Theology: 
 

The study of God 
 
ology = study of 
 
Theo  = Greek word for God 

 
B. Systematic Theology: 
 

It is “Systematic “because we approach theology using a deliberate method - 
It is the study of God by topics.  
Anything that answers the question, "What does God say to me about a 
given topic.”  

 
i.e.  “What does God say to me about Christ” is Christology  
(and we will study that in A.U.G.).
